Yaxley Pinot Noir 2005 – $28

As stated by Graeme Phillips - “A top drop from a top vintage – wonderfully fleshy, full of ripe damson plums and savoury earthy characters, tightly structured, smooth and supple with fine ripe tannins and good acidity running to a long, very satisfying finish” 

Yaxley Pinot Noir 2006 - $34

As stated by Graeme Phillips - “Lightly coloured but a mature and complex pinot with a good mix of foresty undergrowth, sweeter dark plum and spiced cherry aromas and flavours, the palate mid-weight, smooth, long-lasting and still very much fresh and alive.”

Our first year using full organic principles coupled with a dry season. This very well ripened pinot is full flavoured with well balanced acidity. Deep ruby red colour, smooth tannins and delicate fruit flavours. Achieved a bronze medal at the Wrest Point Royal Hobart International Wine Show 2008 and is entered again this year.

WHITES

Yaxley Pinot Gris 2009 - $28 (limited stock)
Another luscious, well balanced Pinot Gris to rival our 2006 vintage. A lovely pear and melon bouquet with a full bodied mineral mouthfeel and a lingering finish.  Beautiful treat to have with scallops. 12.9% alcohol.

Yaxley Pinot Gris 2010, Organically Grown - $35
As stated by Graeme Phillips – ‘Bright and youthful pale coppery-gold colour with lovely varietal aromas of freshly cut pears and touches of spice, the palate nicely textured with a lifted, almost gewurztraminer-like floral spiciness backed by savoury earthy characters, all needing a little more time to come together. But there's plenty to build on and it should settle down to be a real beauty.’

Great quality grapes produce wonderful wine which says it all for this vintage. At 13.5% alcohol it’ll hold its own for awhile yet. We’re anticipating the results from the Wrest Point Hobart International Wine Show 2010 as it’ll be the first time we’ve entered this variety. 
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
